justice. In addition to the Criminology
major and minor, we offer a variety of
certificate programs.

Criminology courses are integrated with
courses from psychology, sociology,
political science, economics, history,
philosophy, computing science and
mathematics. This enables students

to pursue their interests in areas such
as crime prevention, corrections, law
enforcement, law and law reform, and
research policy and analysis.

Criminology courses are offered at all
three SFU campuses: Burnaby, Surrey,
and Vancouver.

Students of Criminology may also
participate in field practice, honours
and exchange programs, as well as gain
work experience in co-op placements.
